1. Print out the configuration menu from the printer

and note the IP address.

For this example, let us say that the IP address is:



200.200.200.156

2. Get an agreement with the network team as to the name

of the queue as it will be displayed in the IS4W drop

down list.

For this example, let us say that the IS4W queue name

is:



CF_HP9050_4

3. When you set up the Unix printer queue on the

Unix boxes (Red for production, Celtics for

test), the OS needs to know where the printer is.

Add the IP Address and queue name to the “/etc/hosts”

file as follows.

Edit the “/etc/hosts” and put the IP address and 

queue name at the bottom.

Format:

IP Address
Queue name

Example:

200.200.200.156
CF_HP9050_4

The Unix box will now be able to refer to the printer

by either “CF_HP9050_4” or “200.200.200.156”.

4. Create the Unix queue:

On the command line:


smitty queue

5. In the menu “AIX Print Spooling”, select


“Add a Print Queue”.
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6. In the submenu “Add a Print Queue”, choose:


“hpJetDirect”.

(Note: I am assuming we are using an HP printer.)
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7. In the submenu “Printer Type”, choose:


“Hewlett-Packard”.
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8. In the submenu, “Printer Type”, choose:


the type of printer you have or the closest


to it.

In our example, 9050 is not listed.  So, I chose

“hplj-4+”.
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9. In the submenu “BOOTP/TFTP Server”, choose:

“2 Do NOT make this system a BOOTP/TFTP server”.
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10. In the menu “Add a Print Queue”, set the following

values:


PCL:

Name of the Unix print queue as




it is known to the OS.  To make




life simple, keep it the same name




as the name in “/etc/hosts”.




In our example, “CF_HP9050_4”.


HOSTNAME:
Same value as the name in “/etc/hosts”.
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Hit “Enter” to complete the operation.

The request should process (“Command: running”) and come back with:


“Command: OK”.
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11. Exit out of smitty by hitting the “F10”.

12. Send a test page to the printer:


On the command line, type:


cat /etc/motd | qprt -P QueueName 


Example:


cat /etc/motd | qprt -P CF_HP9050_4

What you should see is on the paper printed

out is the same banner as when you first log into

the system.

13. This completes the Unix section of setting

up a queue.  Please speak with the database team

for the universe section.
